12.1 General Maintenace Standards

All landscaped areas are to be kept weed
and pest free,

All landscaped areas are to be kept free of
garbage,

Monitoring, maintenance and periodic
adjustment of irrigation systems is
required to maximise plant health and
minimise water wastage,

Areas of hard landscaping (such as paths,
kerbing, lighting) are to be kept clean and
in safe working condition,

Irrigation system to be checked at least
monthly for blockages.

12.2 Garden Beds

All garden beds are to be maintained in accor-
dance with the following points:

Dead or failing plants are to be
immediately removed and replaced,
Mulch is to be maintained to a minimum
depth of 1oomm,

Fertiliser is only to be used during plant
establishment,

Trees and shrubs are to be regularly
pruned to maintain a neat appearance,

12.3 Areas of Lawn

Areas of lawn are to be maintained according to
the following points:

Maintained in a healthy condition
(through appropriate light fertiliser
application 10 times a year),

Maintained in a neat condition (through
regular mowing),

Dead or dying areas of turf to be replaced,
Dethatch or verticut once a year,
Top-dress once a year
